The no-tool wall connecting system:

1. Put the two pieces together (wall-to-wall, wall-to-corner).

2. Take the plastic H-profile, press it with its wider side into the gap
between the profiles, starting from the bottom.

3. Take the T-profile in aluminium, press it into the H-profile starting from

the bottom.
4. Make sure the T-profile fits flush with the top and bottom of the pod.

NOTE: In case of longitudinal damage (crack or breakage) of the H-profile made of
plastic, cut off the damaged section to prevent the progression of the crack. H-profile
shortened or divided into parts still performs its function.

If the H-profile is completely destroyed or missing, there is a spare H-profile inside the
power corner.

Step 1 - floor layout and adjustment

Remove the floor from the cardboard box and place it in the target location. Pay
attention to the position of the door. Check the level of the floor (use a level), and that
all the footings rest on the floor, if necessary, correct the adjusting screws (18 pcs). To
level the floor, use the allen key included.

Floor in the corners does not include
additional mounting elements

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Step 2 — assembly of solid wall

Without removing the wall from the box, screw two pins into the slots at the bottom of
the wall with your fingers. You will find the pins in the collective carton. Then, pushing
the wall to the edge of the pod’s floor, fit the pins with the slots in the floor. Remember
to tighten the eccentrics clockwise until you feel resistance.

Then connect the wall and the corner with the elements of the no-tool wall connecting
system (H and T profiles), always starting to press them from the bottom upwards.

NOTE: Until the H and T profiles are fitted, one person must hold the wall.

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Step 3 — assembly of the power corner (with built-in cords)
Remove the corner from the collective box, ay attention to the top and bottom of the corner.

Then connect the wall and the corner with the elements of the no-tool wall connecting
system (with H and T profiles), always starting to press them from the bottom upwards.

NOTE: Pay attention to the proper routing of the cord so as not to pinch the cord
between the floor, corner and wall components.
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Step 4 — assembly of front narrow glass wall

Without removing the wall from the box, screw two pins into the slots at the bottom of
the wall with your fingers. You will find the pins in the collective carton. Then, pushing
the wall to the edge of the pod’s floor, fit the pins with the slots in the floor. Remember
to tighten the eccentrics clockwise until you feel resistance.

Then connect the wall and the corner with the elements of the no-tool wall connecting
system (H and T profiles), always starting to press them from the bottom upwards.

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Step 11 - assembly of door with frame

Remove the door assembled with the door frame from the cardboard. The door frame
has no pins.

Place them on the edge of the floor, pressing them against the nearest wall. Align the
door so that the planes of the door frame and side wall profiles are aligned.

The door hinges should be on the outside of the pod on the left side.

Connect the door and walls with the elements of the connecting system (Hand T
profiles), always starting to press from the bottom. Install the H and T profiles on both
sides of the door and on the inside and outside of the pod. Install the shorter T-profile
on the inside, and the longer T-profile on the outside.

NOTE: Until the H and T profiles are fitted, one person must hold the door.

CAUTION! Carrying by the door handle is not allowed and may damage the hinges.

NOTE: Any adjustment of the door should be carried out after the pod is fully
assembled using the adjusting screws located on the hinges.
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Step 12 - assembly of front narrow glass wall

Without removing the wall from the box, screw two pins into the slots at the bottom of
the wall with your fingers. You will find the pins in the collective carton. Then, pushing
the wall to the edge of the pod’s floor, fit the pins with the slots in the floor. Remember
to tighten the eccentrics clockwise until you feel resistance.

Then connect the walls with the elements of the no-tool wall connecting system (H and
T profiles), always starting to press them in from the bottom upwards. Install the H and
T profiles on both sides of the wall - outside and inside of the pod. Install the shorter T-
profile on the inside, and the longer T-profile on the outside.

Step 13 — corner assembly

Remove the corner from the collective box, insert it into the corner positioner, the
top/bottom of the corner does not matter.

Then connect the wall and the corner with the elements of the no-tool wall connecting
system (with H and T profiles), always starting to press them from the bottom upwards.

Step 14 — ceiling assembly

Remove the ceiling from the box. Before installing it, reposition the cords sticking out
from the top of the pod's power corner so that they are routed outside the pod and are
not pinched by the ceiling.

Position the ceiling so that the power corner of the ceiling with the conduit is aligned
with the power corner of the pod. Then insert the ceiling between the pod walls and
align the plane of the ceiling with the top plane of the wall profiles pressing evenly from
above.

NOTE: A ladder may be helpful when installing the ceiling.

ATTENTION: When installing the ceiling, pay special attention not to damage the
presence sensor, LED lamp and ceiling upholstery.

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Step 15 — connecting power cords in the ceiling

CAUTION: Make sure that the pod is not connected to the power supply and the cords
are not live. Connecting live cords risks shock.

Remove the revision cover in the ceiling, pull out the two C13 and C14 cord connectors,

then connect them to the C14 and C13 connectors coming out of the corner,
accordingly.

Connect the C13 connector coming out of the floor with the C14 connector coming out
of the corner to supply power to the power supply located in the ceiling.

For connection from below, connect the C14 connector coming out of the floor with the

cord attached, the C13 connector coming out of the corner remains unused (no power
supply).
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For connection from above, connect the C14 connector coming out of the floor with the
C13 connector coming out of the corner, and connect the supplied power cord with the
C14 connector coming out of the corner at the ceiling.

Arrange the connected cords in the inspection recess, then apply the cover.
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Step 16 — clamps and ceiling sheets

Fasten the clamps (4 pcs.), apply the ceiling sheets (8 pcs.) on each edge of the pod.
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Step 17 — table and media port assembly

Remove the table components from the box and assemble as shown in the picture
below.

Once the table is assembled, install the media port to the table using the mounting
piece.

Hang the assembled table using the hook system built into the wall. Then screw the
table leg with four screws. Connect the cord of the media port.

The maximum load of the tabletop - 40 kg. It is forbidden to sit or stand on the
tabletop.

NOTE: When hanging the tabletop, pay special attention not to scratch or damage the
elements of the pod.
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Step 18 — Carpet and the floor ventilation strips

Remove and arrange the carpet according to the numbering on the bottom of the
carpet tiles. Align them with the holes in the floor.

Then insert the ventilation cover into the floor vent.

Step 19 - assemble the sofas and interior furnishings

Pull out the frames of one sofa, hang them using the hook system built into the wall. Then
insert the seat of the sofa to fit between the frames.

Pull out and hang the backrest on the hooks, mounted to the wall profiles.

Recommended height - the bottom of the backrest 9 cm from the top of the seat.

Repeat the above steps with the second sofa.

Then hang the interior equipment - shallow shelf, display bar, wall hooks and magnet.

NOTE: When hanging the equipment, pay special attention not to scratch or damage the
elements of the pod.
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Optional — assembly of Note set

Fix the Note set elements by hanging the elements on the hooks, mounted to the wall
profiles. You can hang the elements on the hooks every 4.5 cm.
